A few years back, one day he was watching a program
on CNN about a poor farmer family in INDIA - the head of the household committed suicide due
to heavy debts leaving behind his wife and two little girls. Obviously, the family had no clue of
what to do as they were sill in neck-deep debts. This man Joe was so disturbed by the tragic
incident that he immediately flew to INDIA, freed the family from the $2000 debt, adopted
both the girls and also made arrangements for them to go to school. He visits his girls every
year with lots of Christmas gifts. He has been doing all this by conducting fund raising orchestra
events and by selling his own albums. | strongly believe he is making the best use of his talent.

| have another friend who is a Doctor in INDIA. She never bills/charges his patients who are
poor and can not afford to pay his fee. She offers them consultation and treatment completely
free of cost. She even goes to the nearby villages during the week-ends to offer her service to
the poor villagers.

What else can be a better use of her skills as a doctor?



My another friend is a school teacher. He provides free tuitions to the poor students and he
even pays their annual exam/tuition fee from his pocket each year.

People like these are a tremendous source of inspiration to us not only because they are
successful individuals BUT also because they use their skills to the benefit of other needy
people around and thus making their lives more meaningful. | think that is the best way to pay
back to God. Just imagine if everyone does something like this with their own talent, this world
will be a much better place to live in.

Conclusion
So, next time when you are tempted to feel proud of your talent - THINK AGAIN. Think of
someone you know who is as intelligent as you, as hard working as you are but never got an
opportunity to compete with you. So, remember the fact that you never went through a fair
competition.

Instead of feeling proud, think of a way how your talent can benefit other people around you
and in no time you will realize that is the best and easiest way to pay back to God for what he
has blessed you with.
